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How to make your dove
1. Decorate your dove with pictures,

words or prayers.
2. Cut the dove out following the red

line. Cut two slits along the body and
the holes for the ribbon. Ask an adult
if you need help.

3. Fold the dove’s body in half along
the fold line in the middle.

4. Fold along the tail lines to make
the tail three-dimensional.

5. Fold the wings underneath and thread
through the slot on the same side.

6. Thread a ribbon through the holes in
the dove to make it easy to hang.
